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Purpose

The purpose of the Trails Committee is to plan, advocate and maintain the trail system in Sanford and to develop an Urban Forestry plan for the Town. The Trails and Urban Forestry Committee derives all its authority from the Town Council and as such shall only have those powers specifically granted by Council Order.

Committee Membership

The Committee shall be composed of an unlimited number of voting members appointed by the Town Council. 
The Director of Parks, Recreation and Public Buildings shall attend all meetings of the Committee and may take part in all discussions but may not vote.

Committee Officers

Annually the Committee shall elect a Chair, Vice Chair and Secretary. The Chair shall be responsible for the orderly conduct of the meetings and in his or her absence the Vice Chair shall assume this responsibility. The secretary shall keep a record of all meetings which shall be delivered to the Director of Parks, Recreation and Public Buildings within two weeks following each meeting.

Meetings

The Committee shall meet on a regular basis at a time and place convenient for the majority of members. All meetings must be held in public session.

Subcommittees

The Trails and Urban Forestry Committee may form its own subcommittees as it feels is necessary but must, at all times, maintain an Urban Forestry subcommittee.
