markets; and itinerant photographers. And including establishing and amending Ch. 74,
78, 149, 198, 215, 220, and  new chapters regulating certain businesses and activities
including B.Y.O.B. functions; kennels; breweries, wineries, and distilleries; close-out
sales; places of assembly such as theaters; bowling alleys; and skating rinks; temporary
events; sport shooting ranges; tattoo artists and body piercing establishments; yard sales;

Scott Drew voiced his concerns
regarding the sub-committee meeting being changed from public safety to zoning. He
feels that he didn’t have a chance to speak to the second hand dealer or pawn broker
ordinance. Councilor Herlihy moved to table the following sections: Sober Homes,
Pawn Brokers Ch. 193, Tobacco Ch. 215 and removing Itinerant Photographers from the
ordinance, seconded by Deputy Mayor Lanigan. The City Council voted 6-0 to approve
the amendments. The City Council then voted 6-0 on the original motion.
